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IN MEMORY OF JAKE MALTA

It is with a heavy heart and much regret that Malmark, Inc. informs us
of the passing of their Founder and President, Jake Malta. Jake
passed away Monday night, August 9th, peacefully at his home in
New Britain, Pa. He was 91 years old.

Jake’s contributions to the handbell world are many and great. He founded Mal-
mark, Inc. in 1973 after spending almost a decade as Schulmerich’s chief de-
signer and engineer. To this day Jake is responsible for the design of all of Mal-
mark’s handbells and Choirchime instruments as well as the innovative produc-
tion methods employed by the company to produce them.

Jake worked diligently over the years to design extended ranges of handbells. So
much so that he pioneered and patented the use of aluminum as a material for
handbell design and production. Furthermore, he designed the Choirchime In-
strument and worked tirelessly to extend the range of these instruments as

well. As a testament to his foresight and design Malmark is the only company
that offers Choirchime instruments in the lower 6th and 7th octaves. To this day
Malmark remains the world’s foremost producer of English Handbells and Choir-
chime Instruments.

In 1994, Jake was named an Honorary Life Member of the American Guild of
English Handbell Ringers for his contributions to the art of handbell ringing. He
was a man of unmatched talent whose character and determination revolutionized
the handbell world.

FUNDRAISING IDEAS

As I write this article I am in the midst of cleaning out
my closets and garage getting ready for a Yard Sale next
weekend with the proceeds going to our Youth Bell
Choir Camp Fund!! My youth have twice attended bell
camp in Glorieta, New Mexico and are eagerly antici-
pating next summer’s camp at Pingree Park in Colorado.
It’s something we look forward to every other year!!
But, it’s not always easy to get there. It takes lots of
fundraising and planning. FUNDRAISING will just be
a fact of life for the next 9-10 months!!!

Perhaps you would like to bring your youth ringers to
Bell Camp next July. And it’s not too early to begin
raising money to bring your choir to the Area XI 2012
Festival in Salt Lake City. It’s time for FUNDRAIS-
ING!!! So to help you get started, here are a few tried
and proven activities from others in Area XI.

Since Arizona has an abundance of warm months,

DOllg Benton and his youth sell Root Beer Floats
after worship services. Their suggested donation is
$2.00+ each. Doug says that this has been their best
fundraising activity.

From Cathie Olds in Utah: Our grocery stores sell
gift certificates or cards to organizations. They are sold
at face value to our friends and supporters. The bell
choir makes 5% of the total value of all certificates and
cards sold. This takes a bit of organization and time but
it is a “Painless Fundraiser” as we have no dinners to
prepare, no bake sales, no car washes, and people really
like the gift cards which are used like a debit card,
avoiding fumbling for change at the checkout. The cer-
tificates make nice gifts and are likewise easy to use.
Our choir makes approximately $150 a month this
way...even in a small town like Brigham City! This
year we hope to have enough to give a considerable
“scholarship” to each of our young ringers who chooses
to attend!

Lisa Bush in Colorado does a variety of activities:
The most successful is selling breakfast burritos during
coffee hour each Sunday September — May. I buy them
for $1 at Sonic and we sell them for $2. We sell only

about 25 each week but that is $100 a month. We also once
or twice a year have a cinnamon roll sale. One of our moms
makes them all and bakes them during service so everyone
wants to buy one!! We usually sell about 300 at $1 apiece.
In December we do a Barnes and Noble Book Fair. We play
bells (Christmas ensemble arrangements) in the store and
anyone who purchases something with one of our vouchers
gives us a percentage of return on their sale. We also have an
“Olive Garden” spaghetti dinner before our yearly church
council meeting and of course the free will offering at our
concert right before we leave for camp or festival.

At the Area X1 2010 Festival in Tucson, we heard Terry

Waite and Ed Duncan describe a few of the ways
the Wesley Bell Ringers help to fund their annual tour — sell-
ing hoagie sandwiches and having a couple of large rummage
sales. They have been selling hoagie sandwiches to raise
money since 1963!!!

My groups have also participated in many different activities
to raise money for their trips. My youth with the help of par-
ents host a dinner before our Christmas and Spring Concerts.
And we take a “love offering” at these two big concerts each
year and some of those funds go to our Youth Bell Camp
Fund. One year we sold Gas Cards, similar to the program
that Cathie Olds talked about. We have had Parents Night
Out at our church giving young parents an opportunity to go
out for the night while we babysat their children for a dona-
tion. During one spring and summer, we had a Youth for
Hire program, where my youth ringers were “hired” to do
odd jobs such as lawn mowing, window and house cleaning.
This was a great way for vacationers to have their lawns
maintained while they were away. We have had a rummage
sales and car washes. We have sold “Lolli-Notes” lollipops
after church and for special events. During the Christmas
season, we get many requests to play in the community and
donations from these performances go towards our camp
fund.
