Here are some things to think
about — Challenge a ringer with a new ringing position for Camp — Keep a ringer in the usual position but, bump up a notch for a challenge.

Ringers in Group 1 will use AGEHR Level 1 and 2 ringing techniques. Ringers in Group Il will add AGEHR Level 3 and above techniques.

Ringers will be assigned four to a room. All must be of the same sex. An adult can be part of the room assignment.

If three girls are to be in the same room, indicate Room 1.
If three girls are to be in one room and two boys in another room, indicate Room 1 and Room 2.

If you have questions regarding the room assignment process, contact Festival Registrar, Bob Tucker, for assistance.

In the above example, three female ringers are registered, each with different bell assignments; two are in Group 1 and one is in Group 2; they are
rooming together. A female chaperone/director could use the fourth bed. It is possible that a female similar in age from another choir could be placed in
the room.
